1. Learning the Parts of Your New Airgun.
Learning the names of the parts of your new airgun wili help you to understand your owner's manual. Use this manual to

4.3 Unloading Your Airgun

Do not cock and load your airgun until you are ready to shoot since the only way to decock your airgun is to fire it in a

safe direction. REMEMBER, choose your targets carefully and be sure that the area around the target is clear. THINK

what you will hit if you miss the target! Do not store your gun cocked or loaded.

5. Aiming and Firing Safely
5.1 Aiming and Firing the Alrgun
* You and others with you should always wear shooting glasses to protect your eyes.
* Always aim your airgun in a SAFE DIRECTION. When you are sure of your target and backstop, and the area around
the target is clear, take the airgun "OFF SAFE" (See section 2.2) and pull the trigger 1o fire.

* Always choose your target carefully. It is best to shoot at paper bull's-eye targets which are attached to a safe back-
stop.

Replace your backstop if the surface is worn or
damaged or if a ricochet occurs.
* Your airgun is designed for target shooting.
