Introduction

The DAEWQOQ DP5IC is a 9mm Parabellum semi-automatic pistol designed for law enforcement, defense,
inilitary and recreational shooting It is a light weight service pistol with several novel features.
This firearm, and any [irearm, is capable of causing serious bodily injury or death when handled
improperly. Even though this pistol has been designed with safety in mind, no mechanical safety
device can take the place of common sense and adherence to simple saféty rules. Before atempting
to Ioad or fire the pistol, take the time to study this manual carcfully.

Technical Features

© The DAEWOO DP5IC is'a light weight, short recoil, locked breech, semi-autormalic pistol chambered

for the Omm Luger(Parabellum)(9X 19)cariridge. Tt is suitable for use with any commercially loaded
ammunition made 1o American or NATO specifications. The use of +P ammunition is not
ecommended. (Ammunition with (+P) on the case head stamp is loaded o higher pressure.}
Reloaded ammunition should nol be used.

The DP5IC may be fired in any of three modes: single-action, double-action and *Fast-Action.” See
the instructions for an explanation of thess terms.

It is equipped with an ambidextrous manual safety as well as a passive finng pin salety. The magazine
catch may be reversed for lefi-handed shoolers.

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Handling the Pistol

A. Loading the Magazine:

Remove the magazine from the pistol by depressing the mapazine
catch. Hold the magazine in your Ieft hand and uvsing the right
hand, place a cartridge on the magazine foliower. Press down and
slide the cartidge all (he way to the rear so (hat it is held under
the magazine lips—Fig 2. Repeat this operation until the desired
number of rounds are loaded. Many shooters find it easier to use
the thumb of the left hand to depress the round and slide it to
the rear,

B. Loading the Pistol

WARNING : Always keep lhe pislol pointed in E’I safe
direclion when loading.

Insert the loaded magazine into the magnzing well of the
pistol and insure that it is locked in place—Tig. 3.

If the slide has been locked open. the pistol may be loaded by
either depressing the slide slop or by simply pulling the slide
slightly o the rear and releasing it. If the slide is in the closed
posttion, pull the slide fully to the rear and relesise —Fig. 4.

WARNING : Keep your finger off the trigger during loading.
When the siide is released, lhe pistol is ready to fire.

Engage lhe manual safety if you do nol intend to fire

immediately. -
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C Shooting the Pistol

The DAEWOO DP51C pistol can be fired three ways:

1. Double-action: The double-action mode is available only
when the hammer has been manually lowered by pulling
the trigger while bolding the hammer. This procedure can
result in discharge of the pistol if the hammer slips—
Fig. 5.

2. Single-action: The single-action mode of firing is available
when the pistol is first loaded and for cvery shot fired
afier the first one—TFig. 6.

3. “Fast-Action”: The fast-action mode is unique 1o the DAE-
WOO DP5IC piswl and is made possible by a wo-piece
hammer design. When the pistol is cocked, the hammer
may be manually pushed 10 the Lowered postion withoul
touching the trigger. This may be done with the safety in
either the “on"or off "position. When the hammer is
lowered in his manner, the trigger will return 1o the

A. Field shipping and Reassembly I
Remove the magazine and inspect the chamber to be sure the pistol is unloaded —Tig. 7.
Holding the pistol in the right hand. retrac the slide until the clearance cut in the slide is aligned
with the top of the pin on the slide stop. (4t 34) —Tig. 8. The stidc stop pin can then be pressed
oul with the forefinger of the fcft hand—IFig 9. With hc pin removed, the slide will slip forwarnd
and off the pistol. No tools or force are needed for this operation—Tig. 10.

The recoil spring and guide are held in place by & small notch in the bottom of the barcl. To
remove the recoil spring and guide. carefully compress the spring slightly and lift up then relcase

the tension—Fig 11.

WARNING : The recoll spring ie under considerable lension and personal injury or properly damage
can occur if The spring ships. Always keep lhe spring poinled in a sale cireclion when removing

With the recoil spring removed, the barrel can be removed from the slide by lifting it up—Fig. 1.
Note. this completes the field stripping operation. No further disassembly is needed for normal
cleaning and maintenance and detail stipping should only be done by trained gunsmiths.

Replace the barrel in the slide by inserting the muzzle end into the slide and then slippin-:g
it backwards until it falls into place. Tnsert the open end of the recoil spring into the recess in
the slide and compress he spring and guide, until it can be canght in the recess on Lhe barrel.

WARNING : hete is consideralily spring lension and care inusl be @hon 1O maintain conlrol ol
the spring. If it slips, personal injury or properly dumage Can result

Slip the slide onto the frame and align the clearance cut for the slide stop pin with the slide

stop pin hole. Insert the slide siop pin and insure that it is firmly in place. Manually cycle the
slide 1o be sure that it moves freely. This completes the reassembly process.

B. Cleaning

WARNING - Pilor [0 cleaning, (Rmove magazinm antl assure the ahamber iw ity

Normal cleaning can be accomplished with a bore brush, palches and a good cleaning solvenL
Excess oil and fouling can usually be wiped off with a rag aithough a toothbrtsh or similar ool
may be helpful. If the pistol is extremely dirty, a solvent such as “Gun Scrubber’may be nceded.
Dip (he bore brush in solvent and pass it through the bore several times. Follow with clean dry
patches. Wipe excess oil off the barrel, recoil spring. and recoil spring guide. Place a drop or two of
a good lubricant such as “Break Free"on the recoil spring guide, the shde rails and the barrel locking
lugs before reassembly. I it has been necessaty Lo use a solvent o remove fouling from the frame
this will remove all lubricant, and a few drops should be placed on the moving parts of the ame,
Also place one drop on the muzzle of the barrel where it contacts the barrel bushing, and onc
drop on top of the barrel through " the ejection port Do not over-lubricate.

WARNING : Always check o be sure that no ciraning paleh or alher ohshuchion remains
in 1he bare or chamber aller cinaning.

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Trouble-shooting
Although the DAEWOQO DP5IC is an extremely reliable pistol, malfunctions somerimes occur. Very often
these are caused by sources other than the pistol and sometimes the shooter himself is responsible.
Generally speaking there are several different types of malfunctions identified as ~failure ..feed, ejecl
or fire.” Each can be several possible causes:

|. Failure o feed: The most common causes of feeding [ailures are either with the ammunition
or the mapazine. Old corroded ammunition can ofien produce malfunctions as cun handloaded
ammunition thut does not accurately duplicate the dimensions of factory loaded ammunition.
A damaged magazine i often responsible. I, for example, the lips of the magazine have been
damaged, the (iming cycle of the pisiol can be disrupted and a round will nol feed properly. Be
carcful with the magazine and avoid dropping it on concrele or other hard surfaces,
If the magazine becomes especially dirty, il can be disassembled and cleaned.
Failure w eject: This can also be caused by ammunition irregularities or handloaded ammunition
that does nol have adequate power (o function the pistol properdy. The shooter can ulso produce
this malfunction by failing o hold the pistol firmly while shooling, This malfunciion, known
as “limp wristing”, results when there is nol enough resistance, provided by a firm shooling
wiip, 10 allow the pistol w0 recoil propery.
