4 OCPERATION PROCEDURE

Opening: :
Depress the locking lever and push downward on the barrel to open the

action.

Loading;
Depending on the caliber of the gun 12 GA(16 GA),place your shell into

the chamber.

Grasp the sun with one hand on.the stock wrist and the other hand on

the barrel then snap the barrel upward in a guick motion. This will lock
the barrel inte place.

Firing:-
Pull the hammer fully to the rear and push the safety button to the
left:the gun is now ready to fire.
Trigger Safety-
When the safety lever is pushed to the left . the red indicator hoop will
come into view. In this case the shotgun cannot fire even it you pull the
trigger.The use of any mechanical safety on any firearm does not
eliminate the need for safe gun handling practices. Alwavs keep a

firearm pointed in a safe direction with vour flnger off the trigger until
you are ready to fire.

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6.CAUTIONS -

Firearms can be dangerous and can cause seriQus injury or death.
Proper and safe firearms handling is the responSIblllty of anyone who
touches or uses a firearm.:

When purchasing a firearm,you assume responsibility for its safe
use.,storage and transportation. It is particularly critical that firearms
be kept from unauthorized use, especially children. Your responsibility
also includes but is not limited to, the need to protect vourself and
others from injury resulting from the misuse or abuse of a firearm.

At all times treat firearms as though they are loaded.

Alwavs be aware of where the muzzle is pointed.

At all times, carry your firearm in a way that will preclude accidental
injury to vourself or others in the event vou should stumble, fall or drop
the firearm. Before shooting , make certain the barrel has no obstructions:

Do not allow a firearm or ammunition to be left unattended. Secure.

both the firearm and ammunition from access by unauthorized people,
especially children.

when shooting, always be certain that the area bevond the target
including the backstop is clear and safe. Also make certain that shots
fired present no safety hazards to vourself or others.

Always use both ear and eye protection when shooting.

Always use factory—-locaded ammunition desighed for and intended
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for use in the firearm vou are shootlng It must be the proper caliber
and type for your firearm.

Always understand the proper operation of vour firearm and never
allow the firearm to be used by anvyone who does not understand how
to use the firearm properly and safely.

Never pass a firearm to another person unless the action is open
and the firearm is in an unlocaded and safe condition. Never Dut YOur
finger into the trigger guard until vou are ready to shoot.

When not using the firearm, ensure that it is unloaded.

Store your firearm unloaded and in an area which is secure from
unauthorized access. Further, store ammunition separately and in an
area secure from unauthorized access.
