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Step 2. Operating the Safety
A. To put the pistol on safe, locate the lever safety
above the left hand grip. Swing the lever all the
way down. (“Down Safe” position). The safety is
not on unless it is.in thig position. The pistol can-
not be fired when on safe. (Fig. 1)

B. Even when the safety is in the “Down Safe”’ posi-
tion you should continue to handie the pistol safe-
ly. Don't point the gun at anything you don't in-
tend to. shoot.

C. To take the pistdl off safe, swing the lever safety
Up so it points toward the barrel. (“‘Up Fire” posi-
tion). The pistol can be fired when off safe,

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Step 3. Removing and Installing CO, Cylinder

CAUTION: KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM

A. Removing CO, Cylinder

* Put pistol on safe. (See Step 2) )

* With one hand hold the pistol by the frame. With
the other hand. turn the piercing lever
counterclockwise until it stops turning. (Fig. 2)

* Remove the grip cover from the right side of the
pistol lifting from the bottom edge. This will remove
the CO, cylinder. i

* Slide the empty CO, cylinder from the holding clip.
(Fig. 3)

B. linstalling New CO, Cylinder

* Insert the new CO, cylinder into the pistol with fhe
small neck of the cylinder pointing toward the pier-
cing assembly. (Fig. 4) o

* Slide the grip cover under the frame and spap itin-
to place (Fig. 4).

*With thumb and finger, turn piercing lever
clockwise to pierce the CO, cylinder.

* Point the pistol in a SAFE DIRECTION, take off
safe and pull the trigger. If the pistol does not fire,
tighten the piercing lever a littte more and try to fire
again. Repeat until the gun will fire.

* Return safety to down safe position.

*Never use any tool on piercing lever. Over-
tightening can cause injury to you or damage to
your pistol.

Loading-
more than 20'BBs into the magazine may cause a jam

* Close the loading port cover.

* Your pistol has a gravity BB feed system. In order to ~pA.
- allow BBs to move into the fire position, the pistol
must be held within the loading zone shown in Fig. 6. f
Outside this zone you may not be able to fire a BB

unless'you have previously brought the pistol through LOADING
the load zone. If you fire the gun and a BB doesn't ZONE
come out of the barrel, don’t assume the gunisempty.

Hold the gun in a paralfel position, (Fig. 8) shake it and
resume firing at your target.

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B. Unloading the Pistol

* Slide the BB loading port cover back, turn the pistol
upside down, point the barrel downward just slightly
and shake until all BBs are removed from the
magazine. (Fig. 7)

* Return the pistol to a parallet firing position as shown

Choosing Targets : ’ - R
Always choose your targets carefully. It is best to shoot at paper bullseye H
targets which are attached to a safe backstop such as the Crosman Target :
Trap. A heavy blanket should be hung behind the target trap to prevent ricochet 1
or BBs bouncing off should you miss the backstop. Be sure to wear shooting \
glasses to protect your eyes. : \
