Refer to the drawing below for location of the components named
in this manual. This firearm has been treated with protective oils
befors leaving the factory and must be thoroughly cleaned befors
use. With the firearm pointed in a safe direction, press the
release lever and, while holding It down, apply downward force
on the barrel in the area of the forend 1o open the aclion (See A).
Make sure the firgarm is not loaded, and wipe alf exterior sur-
faces with a clean soft clath to remove excess oil.
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Opening the action

Using a cleaning rod and patches of the proper size for your
firearm, push the paiches through the bors, starting at the
chamber and, until the patches come out clean. If the firgarm is
o be stored prior 10 use, fightly oll the interior and exdtetior metal
parts. Be sure to clean again before using.

How the Firing Mechanism Operates

All shotguns and rifles manufaciured by H&R 1871, LLC have
a built-in “ransfer bat” type rmechanism, When the hammet is
in the fully forward (un-cocked) position and the trigger is fully
forward, there is no coniact between the hammer and the firing
nin (See B). This is the normal carrying position.

Whan the hamimer is manually pulled back fully inio the cocked
position, the fransfer bar moves upward i form a bridge
between the harmimer and the firing pin (See C). When the ham-
mer is in the cocked position and the irigger is pulled and held,
the hammer fails, striking the transfer bar, tfransierring the ham-
mer blow to the firing pin {8ee D). As soon as the trigger is
released, the bansfer bar is pulled down, creating a void
betwean the harmmer and the firing pin {See B).

To change the barrel, you need a Phillips head screwdriver,
First, make surs the firearm is unloaded and pointed in & safe
direction, and the action is closed. Remove the forend screw
and pull the forend down and off the barrel. Holding the barrel
with one hand, push down on the release lever and open the
action. Remove the barrsl from the frame by pushing rearward
and upward on the barrel. To install a barrel, reverse the proce-
dure above. Replace the forend and be sure the forend screw is
securely fastened.
