INSTRUCTIONS FOR OPERATION AND CARE OF YOUR “‘SENTINEL”

LOADING AND FIRING:

1. Be sure that hammer is forward.

2. Pull gjector rod forward and, at the same time,
swing out cylinder to left by pressing right index
finger against it (see Figure 1)

3. Insert one .22 caliber short, lang or long rifle
cartridge in each of the nine chambers of the
eylinder.

4. Return cylinder 1o frame by pressing thumb
against cylinder. Do not push ejector latch for
ward when closing cylinder. The revolver is now
ready to fire.

5. Revolver may be fired double action merely by
squeezing trigger for each shot.

6. Target shooting, or other shooting demanding
o maximum of accurocy, is uwsually done single
action. For single-action shooting, pull back ham.
mer lo cocked position for each shet

7. To unload revolver or remove fired cartridge
coses, pull ejector rod forward, swing out cylinder
to left (see Figure 1), and push ejector rod to
reor [see Figure 2),

8. Spring loaded ejector will return automatically
to forward positien.

?. Because cylinder chambers are counterbored,
revolver may be “dryfired” without injury to
eylinder.

Sentinel revolvers are sighted in at @ range of
50 feer. It loteral odjustment is desired becouse
of individual preference in sighting or holding,

tap the rear sight gently, using a bross or plastic
hammer. Move the rear sight in the direction you
want the point of impact ta move.

CARE AND CLEANING SENTINEL

1. If, ofter extensive shooting, cleaning becomes
necessary, the use of herosene or any other good
quality cleaning selution is recommended

2 In cleaning the face of the cylinder ar muzzle,
an ald toothbrush or similar brush sheuld be used.
Unless “mud or fareign matter enters the bore, it
should be cleaned very sparingly. If cleaning be-

comes necessary, o stiff bristle brush or copper
wire brush for 22 caliber guns should be used.
After brushing, the bore should be swabbed with
flanne! patches attached to a .22 caliber cleaning
rod (potches should be moistened with a good
quaolity gun oil). The swabbing of the bore should
be continued until the patches come out clean. IT
IS STROMGLY EMPHASIZED THAT THE BORE RARE-
LY REQUIRES CLEANING EXCEPT FOR THE PRES.
ENCE OF MUD OR FOREIGN MATTER

3. In cleaning the cylinders of the revolver, the
tame procedure os used in the cleaning of the
bore should be employed.

4. The entire gun should be wiped dry of kero-
sene or cleaning solution with o clean obsarbent
cloth and then the surfaces should be wiped with
o lightly oiled patch

5. For best results in rust prevention only gun
oils containing silicones should be used.

6. A few drops of light-bodied ail should be ap-
plied 1o the action internally near the pivet point
of the hammer. Retroct the hammer first — then
work the trigaer double action a few times to
distribute the oil. The same procedure applies to
the cylinder crane link and the ejector latch slor
in the housing affixed to the borrel.

7. Aveid using heavy-bodied oils, Me animol or
vegetable oils should ever be used in guns.

B. If the gun is used in climates where extreme
cold prevails, powdered grophite should be substi-
tuted for oil in lubricating the internel mechanism.
In maist climates the gun should be cleaned maore
frequently and preferably stored in o container
treated with silicones to prevent rust.
