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3. Flip the rifle rest upside down. Insert the rcar adjustment legs into the rear frame {Figure 3). Repeat for other
reur adjustment leg and for the front two adjustment legs.

4. Flip the rifle rest right side up. Insert the butt rest into the rear frame (Figure 4). Usu rear knob 1o lighten/adju. .
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5. Locate the barrel resi. Insert the barrel rest into the front frame (Figure 5). Adjusi the adjustment collar to the
desircd height, '

6. After the barrel rest has been inserted, adjust the length of frame to length that's comfortable for you (Figure 6).
After you have found the desired length, tighten down the tension knob.

To install the Gun Vice and/or the Pistol Rest
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7. To use the pistol rest, remove the barre] rest from the front frame. Insert the pistol rest into the front frame

(Figure 7). Use the height adjustment knob to raise and lower the pistol rest. Tg raise or lower the hand rest and
the pistol rest use the adjustment collar (same as on the barrel rest).

8. To use the gun vise, remove the buit rest from the rear frame. Insert the gun vise into the rear frame (Figure 8).
Use the rear knob to raise or fower the gun vise. Turn the knob on the gun vise to tighten or {oosen against the buit

of your gun. Please note: the gun vise is not designed to hold the gun duzriog firing. i1 is for cleaning purposes
only.
