Also, the student knows,
there are no historical examples to draw from nor venerable
traditions on which to fall back. The student is in a somewhat
similiar position to the astronauts of our day: these adventure
into realms unknown, each one truly a pioneer in his own right.
So it is with the student auditor, but with a difference - the
technology of training isa near-perfect thing, nailed down and
programmed with great precision. So the student of Scientology
is not called on to figure out the "how" of training or to trouble­
shoot the technology, unlike our astronauts. In this the student
is fortunate. That work has been done for the student by L. Ron
Hubbard and his staff.

To be an auditor is a brave and courageous thing. The savage
brutality and senselessness of the Reactive Mind is something
Man as a whole has shyed away from in the past. This is also
true of Man today. One need only examine the "communicationll

of one's fellows to see this. Rarely if ever does one person pry
into another·s consciousness deeper than trivia, accepted routine,
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pat answers and what we call, in Scientology, social circuitry.
It is said to be "impolite If to do so. This is just another way of

, saying "there must be an excuse to justify cowardice in the face
of the dreadful things that lie underneath the surface ... Perhaps
there is such an excuse justifiable in ordinary social interchange.
Perhaps. But maybe social circuitry got there in the first place
due to tacit consent ("don It you look into my mind and I won It
look into yours").

Yet how savage and brutal IS the Reactive Mind? Or is it really
a weak thing, putting on a show and pretending to be much more
than it is?

The Truth is that in the absence of under standing of the me~hanics
of the Reactive Mind, it is certainly a formidable opponent and
a thing not to be tampered with lightly. Wh.~tdid it take,: to achieve_~

that understanding? Courage, patience, endless patience and the
intelligence and honesty to say'.vhat was observed is what was
observed. That is how it was done, that is how it could have been
Q.one. Had the great geniuses of the past spent as much time and
courage seeking the answers to the Mind and the Spirit as they
spent on the development of dynamite, gunpowder and other non­
survival products, it is possible and indeed probable that Man
would long since have been set FREE.

One Man, at least, had the right qualities .an. the inclina t ion
to exercise them. That has been our own and much beloved Ron.
We know he had the guts, to put it bluntly, to search where others
cut and run. So the job has been done, late and hurriedly, but
undeniably and incontrovertibly DONE.

An auditor must have courage. Flying in the teeth of social con­
vention, bed-time stories in childhood, the general cowardice
that surrounds him or her, the auditor must have the courage to
confront and handle this dreadf.ul thing, the REACTIVE MIND.

The Academy gives the student the needed ,tools with whicht to
perfect his or her skill as an auditor. This is the technology of
~raining. That technology is excellent, the communication of it
by the instructors first-class.

But it is the student who must add the needed ingredient 0 f
Courage.
