The truth is that it is not at all necessary to prevent, discourage,
punish, combat, outsmart, illegalize, befriend, alienate, or audit the
various Energy Commissions o? the world.

It is not essential to Life that a particular kind of atmosphere, or a
particular background count be maintained on any given planet, earth,
mars, or pluto.

It is not essential to life that any particualr planet maintain its orbit.

It is not even essential that Earth maintain Mass.

However, the Hubbard Association of Scientologists, Int. and the Hub-

The radio and television commentators, the columnists, the entertain-
ers, the musicians, the artists, all hold great responsibility for the des-
tinies of the world's public, surprising as this might be to some of them,
Project Celebrity, recently announced by Tom Esterbrook in ABILITY, is
directed at these world leaders in communication and aesthetics, The ra-
tionale of the project is that: if those who evaluate the world's affairs for
the world and those who provide the world with its conversation pieces,
entertainments, and its imagination and works of art were able to do these
things well, Man would be having more fun and would begin to say that com-
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munication is not all bad, This in itself would make the world's Energy
Commissioners look like peanut vendors.

Another project, Operation "Fort Knox", a strictly money venture of
the HASI, also recently announced by Tom Esterbrook in ABILITY, would
provide the world with its first large corps of experts in human affairs by
freeing some thousands of highly trained and skilled auditors from the Ro-
mance of Economics,  a misleading and heartless game the goal of which is
unknown to players and spectators alike the world over,

And there are several other projects to improve Man's hand in his own
fate.

Not one of these projects and goals is anything that MUST be done,

Scientology is not any one of these, although Scientology has to be
known extremely well to do most of them.

HOW IT IS GOING IN SOUTH AFRICA

There is no inhabited corner of this earth which is not bristling with
possibilities for Scientologists, but some corners bristle more than others.
Let's take a look at what might be an ideal corner, Supposing we are after
getting Scientology going on a very broad basis and so we have a wider in-
terest than the corner of our immediate concern, Let us then pick a coun-
try with enough importance for its name and doings to be known all over the
world. Let this country's population be small enough for communication to
be easy and let the majority of the people be located in a few centres.
Catch the country while it is still on the "growth' part of the cycle and
there you have it. Rather, here we have it in South Africa. In addition
we have here a cosmopolitan population, with almost every European coun-
try represented and as well most of the important Asiatic peoples too.

The ground is fertile and we are working fast.

About a year ago Albert and Jean Low came out to us from London.
Their arrivafdoubled the number of auditors here but a few months later
Albert's efforts had created eighteen more, bringing the total number up
to twenty-two. By the end of May this year he hopes to have added another
dozen to that number, All this will leave us with only about 80,000 pre-
clears each, which is enough to be going on but not so few that we would be
concerned at the arrival of more hands.

Each of us has a goal here as individuals but there is also a master
plan of Albert Low's to which we are all contributing. Albert's plan is to
get Scientology known throughout the white population of South Atrica with-
in another four years; to have it established in that period in the schools;
in the Universities; in industry; in the Mines; and in the Government and

overnment departments and services. Already the seeds have been sown
in several of these fields, chiefly by the work of Oswald Swallow. Right
now details of progress remain a domestic matter with us here, but only
because we don't want to scare the big fish away by making too much song
of the little fishes. Anyway blowing our own trumpet isn't necessary when
soon everybody will be blowing their trumpets for us.

In case it all sounds too easy and too dull to attract more people to the
field it would be just as well to give a few of the problems which we are up
against. The first is not the native problem. It is the Afrikaans-English
problem. It can be expressed in many ways, none of which will give a full
picture. Perhaps it could be summed up by saying that the English feel
guilty at having been conquerors and the Afrikaans people are resentful
at having been conquered, and from this has arisen all the factors present
today. Before South Africa can be a happy country this division will have
to be reconciled.

After this comes the native problem and Scientology offers the only
route to its 'solution. False sentiment, ignorance, utterances from pul-
pit and editorial desk by people who should know better, continually impede
progress, When we can get the white people properly straightened out this
problem will be nine-tenths solved, evolution and mass processing will
then settle the rest.

For anyone who wishes to see action, South Africa is going to be an
intensely interesting country in the next few years. We are not trying to
patch up an old order but we are going to create a new one in a land with
vast natural resources, with an active people who still retain that streak
of courage and enthusiasm which lead the voortrekkers into the unknown,
with a vast number of natives who would be happy working with their hands
for understanding employers, with an ideal climate and with the geographi-
cal position which can lead the whole of Africa to a happy and united future.

We're busy getting cracking - care to join the adventure?

THE MAN ON THE COVER

William Burke Belknap, Jr., B,E,, H D ,A,, F. Scn., H ,C,A,, B, Scn.,
D. Scn., D.D., Dean, Hubbard Professional College ‘

William Burke Belknap, Jr. was born December 30, 1923 at Goshen,
Kentucky, a small farming community near Louisville. His early years
were spent mostly on the farm with some travelling around the Eastern
part of the country. In 1935 when his parents were divorced he moved to
Deerfield, Mass, with his mother, There he attended Deerifeld Academy
preparatory school from which he graduated in 1941. In the fall of 1941 he
entered Yale University and completed two years there at which time he
left school to enter the Service., Upon taking his draft physical examina-
tion and being classified 4-F, he made inquiries and learned of an ambu-
lance corps which was accepting 4-F's as drivers, In April, 1943, he
embarked for India as a member of the American Field Service ambulance
corps.

After about a year in the A, F,S., Burke returned to the United States
and moved to Miami, Florida, where he studied at the University of Miami
though the two terms he spent there were not for credit., Having brushed
up on his studies, he returned to Yale in July, 1945, to continue his work
toward the degree of Chemical Engineer. He graduated from Yale with
this degree in 1947,

From several jobs ogen to him upon graduation he chose one with the
W.R.Grace Co. on one of its sugar haciendas in Peru, located about 120
miles north of Lima and right on the coast. He worked there for 15 months
at jobs varying from research chemist to foreman in the large sugar fac-
tory.

While Burke was working at the hacienda he invested in a Lima bowl-
ing club in which he had become interested. As he had the opportunity to
be elected to the Board of Directors of the bowling club, Pan American In-
vestments, S, A,, he moved to Lima and spent the next 15 months there
Working part time in the administration of the club, investing in real es-
tate and other things on the side, Working at the club, he learned to bowl
and soon found himself instructing new members in the art of bowling.

Burke found his work in Peru very interesting, but after two and a
half years there he wanted to see the United States again and catch up on
all that had been occurring in his absence.

After a leisurely trip north with stops in Panama, and Havana, Cuba,
Burke arrived in the United States in May, 1950. While in Havana, he
picked up the latest issue of Astounding Science Fiction containing an ar-
ticle on something new called Dianetics. Having looked into several other
ideas and philosophies, he was intrigued by this new approach to the prob-
lem. As soon as he got home to Kentucky he ordered a copy of DIANETICS:
THE MODERN SCIENCE OF MENTAL HEALTH and read it from cover to
cover. On his trip back to New York at the end of May a number of '"chance
circumstances! wound him up in Elizabeth New Jersey, studying in the first
course for professional auditors.

Burke graduated early in July, 1950, with an HDA, and was immedi-
ately hired to assist in teaching tKe course. From July to September he
worked at the Elizabeth Foundation in capacities ranging from instructor
to chief office-boy, and in September he was transferred to the New York
Foundation as Director of Training and Processing. In December he made
a quick trip to Peru, returning in January, '51, via Los Angeles; then to
the Elizabeth Foundation as a Staff Auditor until the end of March, when
‘l'ile was sent to Chicago to take over the management of the Chicago Foun-

ation.

Though the Chicago auditors continued as a separate group when the
subsidiary Foundations were closed down in May, 1951, burke left Chi-
cago and started working on his own in California. In January 1952 he
married Millen Cooke, whom he had met in Elizabeth in 1950, They
moved to Florida where Burke continued his private auditing practice in
Fort Myers, with time out to take the Doctorate course in Philadelphia
in February, 1953,

In September the Belknaps left Florida behind for Philadelphia and
the Congress, and both attended the first Advanced Clinical Course in
Camden, New Jersey,

By December Burke was in Phoenix, setting the stage for the Wes-
tern division of the Congress which was held at the end of December, 1953,
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After the Congress he assisted in the instruction of the third unit of the
A.C.C., and during 1954 he worked on various assignments for the HASI.
In October he took over the instruction of the HCA Course which he has
been teaching since that time, Along with his teaching, Burke also mana-

es the Congresses and keeps busy with a number of other things such as
%inding the new building at 1017 N. 3rd St. and making arrangements for
its acquisition.

In October, 1954, Burke was elected President of the Board of Di-
rectors of the HASI, a post he still holds along with the presidency of the
board of the Freudian Foundation of America.

Burke has seen the growth of Dianetics and Scientology from its start
in Elizabeth in 1950, anf plans to continue with it as far as it progresses
into the future.

CADA DISBANDED

The Hubbard Dianetic Research Foundation, as the owner of all rights
and uses of Dianetics today announced that it had withdrawn and cancelled
any and all charters and permissions of use for the California Association
of Dianetic Auditors.

Controlled by A.E, van Vogt, Wayne Dunbar, and Andy Anderson,
amongst others, the CADA has been secretly backing legislation in the Cali-
fornia legislature to require all Dianetic auditors in California to come un-
der a psychology examining board of the State and to bar all Dianeticists
from practice as such, The bill would make it illegal for an auditor to au-
dit,

The CADA was backed by the Wichita Foundation and has been the
source of considerable trouble. Representing only a handful of auditors
who were already psychologists the CADA evidently sought by the bill to
monopolize Dianetics for a few questionably skilled psychologists,

Intensely antipathetic to free use of Dianetics, the leaders of the CADA
have long sought to create rumors and upsets in the field.

All functions of the CADA are now being taken over by Dr, J. Burton
Farber, 109 E, Dryden St., Glendale 7, California, the representative of
the HDRF in California.

The HDRF will act through the secretary of state of California to can-
cel the CADA charter.

The right of the HDRF to control the use and trademarks of Dianetics
has been upheld in Federal Courts since 1952.

By this act, the HDRF is helping continue in practice the scores of
sincere Dianeticistsdpracticing as such in California who otherwise, by
the CADA bill, would have become liable to fine and imprisonment for
practicing Dianetics,

It is remarkable that several of those responsible for the slanderous
attacks on Dianetics in Los Angeles in 1950 and '5] were also sponsors of
this idiotic bill. The HDRF is making a thorough investigation of possible
additional adherencies of these people. Only eight or ten persons have been
responsible for denying the benefits of Dianetics to Californians since 1950,
Four of these were discovered to be the active parties in the CADA, 7

December 53 1/2 hours, December 26, 1954,

January 8, 1955. I have been gaining weight faster than ever before
and my friends remark every day how much better I look since I have fil-
led out. Also strangers have been heard to remark about how attractive
they think I am. Specifically, one woman was heard to say, ''that red-
headed woman over there has a glow about her I wish I could acquire."
Another, "My God, she is pretty, how does she do it?" I cannot see it
myself in the mirror, but I can feel it. Also, I am getting very indepen-
dent. I will not elaborate on that, as it is in so many things. My job is
very nerve wracking, but in the last few weeks I really enjoy it; it doesn't
bother me at all.

January 17, 1955. My eyesight seems to be improving. My eyesight
seemed normal in not being able to see across the street. (At eleven years
of age I had measles, and they seemed to settle in my left eye.) The way I
noticed it is that tonight I could read a sign a full block away from me
where before it was just a blur. Before I was very nervous and had to
keei) talking all the time. Now I can sit and be quiet and relax, I can't
explain it, but my feet seem to be growing! Of course, I am developing
more all over. I have had rather large pores around my nose for several
years. In the last week I noticed that my skin has smoothed out and is
more like when I was about 20 years old,

January 19, 1955. Yesteraay I sewed a machine needle in my left
forefinger. When I went to the doctor to have it removed I was so calm he
asked me what psychology I was practicing. He said whatever it was more
people should know about it.

January 20, 1955, Today my mother told me I am looking better than
I did when I was 20 years old, I will be 35 years old on March 12, 1955,

January 22, 1955, I used to cry when hearing certain songs which
lfarolu hgback memories, Now I can hear ANY song and not cry or even

eel bad.

March 18, 1955. 57 hours. About two months ago I noticed my feet
seemed to be growing. Shortly after that I went under surgery, and have
done no more questions unto date, The benefits I described in previous
notes are still present and in addition I have derived more. For instance,
my complexion is actually as clear now as it was when I was a young girl,
Before starting on these sessions my breasts were unusually small. In fact
I wore a size 32A brassiere, That is the smallest made in ladies sizes. I
am now wearing a size 34C, and from all indications will wear still larger,
My breasts never really developed as they should, but now, thanks to Dia-
netics I am beginning to be as nature intended. My sight has improved to
the extent that I now wear my glasses about one-tenth of the time I used to.

ANALYSIS OF PROCESSING RESULTS

You have all been hearing of the guaranteed processing being done
here in Phoenix, and I personally have had many say to me, '""How can you

HELLO!

There is something a bit special about this issue, Major 2, of ABI-
LITY. With the rejoining of Dianetics with Scientology after some two or
three years, an occasion wonderfully signalized by the Fifth International
Congress of Dianeticists and Scientologists, we have now the old files, and
all the early names of people who have shown at some time interest and
often apgroval for the work that Ron has done, and is now at last not ha-
ving to do completely single-handed.

The thing that is special about this issue is that we are sending it out
to a lot of people we haven't heard from in years. There must be about
20, 000 in the files which are being put in shape now after their long sojourn
in mid-Kansas. Many in these files are undoubtedly people who took a very
brief look at Dianetics in 1950, and have not particularly kept in touch with
us since.

It will be interesting and pleasant to hear from you if you care to write.
Much has happened in these five years since the New York Times kept find-
ing the "First Book', DIANETICS: THE MODERN SCIENCE OF MENTAL
HEALTH, at the top of their Best Seller lists. Much hope went out to Man-
kind in 1950 through the publishing of that book.

In these five years there has %een a steady improvement of the basis
for that hope, which is the state of the science itself. Scientology as now
codified in the Axioms, Definitions, general theory and in its tecﬁnology,
enjoys the remarkable condition of being communicable, teachable, work-
able, predictable as to results and sure of its goals,

We have been having fun these years, and it keeps getting better.

In the face of such seriousness as there is in the world today, and
such widely felt, if shallow, desperation (it's usually '"'the world today"
who's desperate, and not the fellow you're talking to - he's heard that the
world is scared of the atom bomb - actually the world is hardly aware of
the existence of atomic weapons as a reality) - faced with the seriousness
of Mankind today, the idea of having fun solving Man's problems may seem,
at least, inappropriate, Scientology is '""knowing how to know'" and the un-
solved problem is a mystery. Knowledge is very inappropriate to mys-
tery.

yIn these years auditors have been auditing preclears. Preclears have
been ceming out laughing where they went in tired and grim, They have
come out active and interested. Some of them have never given another
thought to the science that was used in their behalf, The processing was
designed with Life itself as the model, and it has seemed so very natural
to a great number who have become more able through processing that
they were not particularly aware that something unusual had happened,

It shouldn't be unusual, and the fact that it is tells you something
about the state of the planet. It's somewhat below a good normal level,
One might say that Man is in bad shape.

It isn't too important how bad off Man is, if you know how to do some-
thing about it.

We do not look upon the discomforts and the enslavements of Man with
any kind of smugness and satisfaction. We in Dianetics and Scientolog
can occasionally get rather scathingly eloquent about some of the activi-
ties that are passed off in this world as government and as brave efforts in
behalf of the people of the world, We are too busy to sit out long hours of
television, but if we had the time and the scarcity of "entertainment'" to do
30 we would probably be moved to greater urgency in the direction of clear-
ing the District of Columbia and ot%er such centers. The amount of junk
that is passed off for leadership in the last 20 or so centuries is appalling.
But so what? Bad statesmen didn't put the world down, War didn't start
Man on his road to ruin. Disease is not the clue to Life,

There is a new saying that Life is basically capable, That Life is the
creator and solver of problems, Life is interesTED and must be driven
down hard and fast to take the opposite role of interestING. The physical
universe is interesting and it is in handling this universe that Life is in-
terested. The reversal of these roles is to be found in every inversion
and every aberration observable in the environment, It leads to self-de-
struction,

Those who are called ''politician' as a term signifying dishonor are
such because they have lost the lines of their interest in finding no acknow-
ledgement of their early idealism and goals for the community, They have
found communication so scarce that they have become inverted in a hunger
for it, and have become compulsively interesting in the attempt to receive
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some kind of answer which it was once their purpose to deliver,

If in 1950 you saw the road sign which said "DIANETICS - THIS ROAD
PASSABLE FOR MAN", you may have looked and wondered what the road
was like, The road has been exciting to travel, and it has been put through
a sometimes tricky terrain. It is now travelled with considerable ease.

In the First Book, DIANETICS, Ron stated his goals and his plans --
it's all there on page 401. Anyone who at any time wondered what Ron was
doing and where he was going could have simply looked at that page. Plan
A, Plan B, and Plan C. They have been accomplished. The future goals
for Scientology are going to be carried out, too. It would be very easy for
someone to say we will never make it. We can derive some amount of ex-
citement from looking at the supposed odds against Man's success at any
kind of high adventure in his own behalf. But the strange fact is that there
is nobody and nothing really against us. The largest opposition we have,
if you could call it such, is those who fear that we are not being careful
enough about presenting Dianetics and Scientology in a way that will be ac-
ceptable. To carry this to its natural conclusion we {ind something strange.
We are advised often to do nothing whatever that will look like confidence.
We are asked to assure the world that we, too, can learn only from fail-
ures, and that we are fully aware of the impossibilities before us. This is
a squirrel cage into which we could go and find much company. We are
asked to ""know our limitations'.

It was said that Hitler was a master of the Big Lie and that the Krem-
liners are Big Liars, But their lies are really pretty small, petty stuff.
You get something on the order of a BIG lie when you see Man being told
that ﬁe can succeed only by successive failures, that he will not survive if
he is so unwise as to allow himself to be happy about what he is doing and
planning to do. You will see Man being told and told and told that he must
realize how small, how insignificant and how stupid he is, and that only
then will he find "peace'. It isn't just a lot of malarky. It is the direct,
systematic subversion of Life itself.

But such statements are not of great power. They are said usually in
a kind of unattentive state of misemotion, called familiarly by auditors the
state of ""anaten''.

The '"good speaker'' of stage, screen, pulpit and soap-box is today of-
ten the one who produces a light trance state in his hearers. Of course,
television has the added feature of fixing the attention on a small light and
then throwing gamma particles at the guy while punching in the sound waves.

This is not all being mentioned in criticism, and not even particularly
in a spirit of discipline., It's simply a comment on some of the odd-ball
kinds of mischief we find around here on Earth at this time.

The accent in Dianetics and Scientology is on ability and in so accent-
ing ability we find that we can hardly go wrong. Validate inability and you
find the aberrations stacking up and getting massive and very respectable.
Validate ability and you find the stacked-up aberrations toppYing, thinning
out, and going poof,

There's freedom and there's happiness,
