RISING SCALE PROCESSING

Ron has, in the Six Basic Processes, codified with precision and reduced
to a simplicity of operation the basics of what Life does and what Life can do--
and with these basic processes we have what makes a sane universe and what
makes a universe sane. All the processes in all Operating Procedures of Dia-
netics and Scientology can be observed easily to be reducible to these six pro-
cesses--except one.

What we are doing when we are processing individuals is taking from our
codified understanding of life the observation that life can CHANGE ITS MIND
about something. This is a very basic, if blunt, fact about Life. One can
change his minﬁ about anything.

hen you dismiss your preclear, dismiss him with the understanding and
ability of tZis fact and you dismiss him well. You and he will have won.

RISING SCALE PROCESSING is the single, head-on, blunt, hell-for-lea-
ther way of getting someone to CHANGE Hlé MIND. What you do is tell him to
change 1it.

et a CHART OF ATTITUDES. You have your preclear be, decide he is,
or get the idea of being, something on the BOTTOM of ONE of the columns,
such as DEAD, FULL EFFECT, NO RESPONSIBILITY, WRONG, etc., then
you have bim CHANGE HIS MIND and be the top-of-chart of that column, SUR-
VIVES, CAUSE, FULLY RESPONSIBLE, RIGHT, etc.

And then, and this is what's new with this process, you keep working each
column until the COMM-LAG IS FLAT on both ends of that column.

If he can't get all the way to the bottom, or all the way to the top--that's a
comm-lag.

If it takes him a lot of time, effort, energy, thinking, or just lagging, to
change from one end to the other, that's comm-lag.

he asks for lots of explanations from you, that's comm-lag.

If he's '""no change', just breezes along and says "Yup, yup', make sure
HE'S THE ONE THAT'S DOING IT and not some circuit, old friend, Mamma,
or just YOUR VITALITY that's doing it, If HE isn't really doing it--that's
comm-lag.

Flatten all comm-lags on each column, then go to another, and another--
use the whole chart. (you can add a WIN-LOSE column), until your preclear
can observably change his mind. Without clanking of chains, counting of pulse,
consulting his wallet, asking his wife--and there you have a process that 18 a
summation of ability.

The command is: ""Get the idea you're wrong." (As wrong as he can get).
"Good. Now change your mind about that, and decide you're right." (Com-
pletely ri%ht).

You'll find some middle buttons on the chart that are useful in loosening up
a preclear who can't reach very far toward the bottom or top of the chart.
He'll be found to stay pretty carefully inside a small range of attitudes in be-
tween. You can relieve this individual of a great deal of seriousness about life
and its environments.

He'll be happier when he can change his mind without having to make
amends.

The value of this process is rated as Unlimited., And now it's not onl -
limited, but it's teachable. Now we know what the skill was of those who Kad

In 1950 a book took the U.S. public by storm, The title of the book was
"Dianetics: The Modern Science Of Mental Health", by L. Ron Hubbard. The
principal thing about this book that caught the attention of people everywhere
was its thesis that any two people of reasonable intelligence could work toge-
ther using a few simple processes and improve their health, their I,Q., and
their over -all enjoyment of life. This did prove to be true in many cases, but
it was found that in other cases it was not quite so simple as first envisioned.
In 1954 an issue of the Journal of Scientology was released with the title "Any
Two People Can Do It". The process given in this Journal was the result of
four years of research in the field of human beings and was indeed a step near-
er the original goal of Dianetics. There are many people today who are heal-
thier and happier as a result of these processes but, as ever, the search has
continued for something better. And the search has been fruitful,

Mechanical Two-Way Communication has been under severe test in Phoe-
nix for the last three months. It has recently been released to the basic course
as the first process to use on a case. This process is the best answer yet to
the problem of co-auditing. Item # 1: It applies to and benefits any case level
up to and including the exteriorized case; item # 2: it will stably exteriorize
a case as that case reaches the tone level where exteriorization normally oc-
curs; item # 3: the roles of auditor and preclear in a session are largely nomi-
nal as they are both doing the same process; item # 4: the process works fast
enough and cleans up the communication changes fast enough that half hour to
one hour sessions are possible though longer sessions are still more efficient.
On top of all this is the fact that the process is simple enough and easy enough
to communicate that it should be possible to avoid the situation that often de-
velops where a process is communicated widely and each person turns up with
his own version of it, these different versions only remotely resembling one
another. Anyway we hope so. So, here goes,

Joe: "How are you?"

Bill: Nods acknowledgement of the question, pauses (the pause MUST be
obvious) while he looks his BODY over, and answers: "I'm fine.'"

Joe: Nods acknowledgement of the answer,

Bill: ""How are you?’

Joe: Nods acknowledgement of the question, pauses (the pause must be ob-
vious) while he looks his body over and answers, '"I'm fine,"

Bill: Nods acknowledgement of the answer.

Joe: "How are you?"

This is the process, all there is to it. There are, however, a few tips to
be observed in running it. The pause must be obvious to avoid the setting up of
a verbal machine which would make the process a waste of time. If each part-
ner occasionally asks the other if he really checked himself over, this will as-
sist in keeping machines at a minimum, There will iflevitably be some extra-
neous two-way communication regarding somatics, emotional changes, exteri-
orizations, and other material, and this should not be unduly inhibited by either
party--it is to be expected and is an integral part of the process. The only
caution here is for one or both partners to take some responsibility for getting
back to the mechanical process so that the session doesn't break down into a
plain bull session. If both partners agree that what they want is a bull session
the processing session should be ended until such time as the process is to be
run again. A formal session probably should consist of roughly 65% to 80% of
the time on the mechanical process and the remainder on plain communication.

If there is less plain communication at the start of the processing than is
indicated here, don't worry, as this process will soon turn it on. Don't be sur-
prised if a normally taciturn person run on this process for a couple of hours
suddenly becomes rather talkative. He may be coming into communication for
the first time in years. One final word of warning: DON'T CHANGE THE PRO-
CESS! Don't change the words or the actions of t%e process! If some plain com-
munication comes along, fine, but as far as the mechanical part of the process
goes, run it '""by the book".

What does this process do? By a mechanical repetition of the two-way
communication cycle (mechanical in the sense of containing the origination, an-
swer and acknowfbdgement steps, without an overload of significance, not me-
chanical in the sense that it is done by a machine) the thetan is brought back in-
to communication.



» Not only does he get into communication with his partner in
the process but he does so with other people and his environment in general.
How long should the process be run? An auditor running the process on a pre-
clear might well run the process until the preclear was stably exteriorized and
there were no more communication changes. This might be two hours, it might
be forty hours, or in some cases it might be even longer. But the process
works. It should start getting communication changes in the first hour and they
continue, If it gets flat for a while (no obvious changes taking place) don't wor-
Ty, just run it for a while more and the changes will start up again. What do
you do if the process turns on somatics or emotions? You run it a while longer,
it will turn them off. End a session with both partners feeling good whenever

ossible (and this should be every time barring the house burning down, Mari-
yn Monroe wa.lkin%1 in, or similar acts of God.)
If co-auditing has never worked for you, or if its results have been less
than you might have desired, run, do not walk, to your nearest co-auditor,
teach him the process, and get to work. Good luck!

The applications for memberships are pouring in, and the books, tapes,

Now it is quite common for six or a dozen in
Oﬁ'e group to have special memberships and several will have general member-
ships.

This means that there is no oracle, and no indispensible member. With
all the members active on the HASI, HDRF comm-line there is no way the line
can get snarled,

The position of the HASI or HDRF Member in the world today is not one of
staggering impressiveness--not in terms of applause--but these Members con-
stitute for the world a promise someone's awake and breathing regularly, and
with a few more people awake and breathing regularly around the globe, we may
see some marked effects.

The world is getting a nudge. Suppose it might wake up?
who’s who?

There may be some who are waiting for processes by which they can self-
audit, but self-auditing has proven in a very fon strung out series of cases

all over the world from Bombay to Tombstone, abama, NOT to be the way to
blaze a trail to clear. Ron has known this since the earliest days of his inves-
tigation of life, that processing is not a one-dynamic, but an all-dynamic situ-
ation, and that the mechanics of any processing to freedom is a Third Dynamic
trained-auditor -preclear relationship, with the Auditor's Code as the basis of
success.

Many are
and will be training people in the field of industrial and educational counselling,
where the counsellors will not be at all trained in the basics of Dianetics and
Scientology.

Auditors don't need the things, but people who don't know how to communi-
cate with other people themselves can use an Electro-Psycho-Galvanometer to
some advantage.

Dianeticists and Scientologists ought to have the text on hand: "Electro-
psycfometric Auditing', by L. Ron Hubbard, so that they can instruct these
people.

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WHEN IS A COMM-LAG FLAT?

A communication lag is the time elapsing between command or question
and command-carried-out or question answered. A comm-lag doesn't have
any particular kind of dress or appearance. It doesn't have a style. It's loud
and raucous, or it's accompanied by sighs, or it's just a silence, or a few
meaningless grunts, The comm-lag is still the time it takes to get the action
or the actual answer to the question,

A comm-lag is considered flat FOR THE PROCESS when the preclear
brings his speed of actual response up to his normal day-to-day speed of re-
sponse FOR THE PARTICUL ACTION OR QUESTION BEING HANDLED.
That's a flat PROCESS LAG. In processes where there is more than one ques-
tion or action command, such as in running a bracket, or in running Openin
Procedure of 8-C, there is the QUESTION LAG to be flattened. This must be
done before going to the next question to be used in the same process, The
QUESTION COMM-LAG is considered flat when the lag is the same for sever-
al answers, three or four usually. Some judgement by the auditor is necessary
here. In Opening Procedure of g’—C, always clean up Part A before going to
B, etc.

Flat comm-lag does not mean NO comm-lag. As you go through the pro-
cedures with a preclear --take him through the processes indicated by his case,
you will find that his NORMAL comm-lag will change and that you will be flat-
tening his comm-lags to a faster normal.

irst you bring him up to his present general speed in the handling of a
particular kind of consideration or action such as spotting a location in the
room, or remembering something real about his father--in so doing you take
the drag off his comm-g].ines, and he comes up faster. Then that will be the
speed of a flat comm-lag next time, It's a faster normal lag,

But in processing you are not trying to speed the guy up--technically what
you are doing is evening out his lags to his best normal speed. This puts him
in command of more randomity, and as you proceed further you get faster com-
munications, and his case level continues to climb,

The game of processing is, How much change of ability can you get in how
little time, The MECHANICS of processing is simply the Katten'mg of comm-
lags on all subjects. Get the difference?
