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NIBS TO ENGLAND !

L. Ron Hubbard Jr., D. Scn., D. D., is London-bound with his wife
Henri to take over as Director of Training.

His mission is to raise and standargize the quality of auditing in
Great Britain, In addition to the HASI course leading to HPA which he will
teach with the help of British instructors, Nibs, as he is known, will in-
stitute a special course,

The new course he will teach at HASI headquarters is the B, Scn.
course, never before taught in Great Britain, Itis three weeks in length
and costs only 35 Pounds. Applicants must already be HPA's, Taught
live by Nibs, the course features the best processes. The student's case
gets much attention. The student is awarded his Bachelor of Scientology
only if he passes the examination at his course end.

Ron, Sr,, has sent Nibs over to London with the}ﬁgal of taking any
rough edges off the HPA course and of bringing ever A trained so far
through to B. Scn. L. Ron, Jr. happens to be one of the most skilled au-
ditors and best informed theoretician in Scientology. Nibs has had some
fifteen ACC courses and has studied Dianetics and Scientology since 1952,

Ron, Sr. expects every HPA to attend, during the next three months,
the B. Scn. course. That is why it is cheap and that is why Nibs was sent,

As Nibs will also teach the HPA course, we expect the London of-
fice will be a busy place! .

U.S. B.SCN. COURSE SUPPLANTS A.C.C.

For the next few months the functions of the Advanced Clinical
Course are being taken over by the B. Scn. course. With Nibs in Lon-
don, the ACC becomes the B, Scn. course in Phoenix.

Taught by Dr. Richard Steves, the B, Scn, course will continue to
be the senior Phoenix course until after the June Congress. The next ACC
course leading to D, Scn. and taught by L. Ron, Sr., will begin later in
the summer, A B. Scn. will be requisite to entrance in the ACC.

The B. Scn. course is open to HDA's, HCA's, and HPA's (British
HCA). Itis an arduous course 5 to 10 weeks in length, Its text is the
""Creation of Human Ability", Its goal is a cleared auditor. Its cost is
$500.00. To a few HDA's and HCA's with earlier extra training it is be-
ing offered at a reduced rate, The requisite to the B. Scn. course is an
HDA or HCA. A B. Scn. is necessary to further awards in Scientology.
The degree of Bachelor of Scientology is awarded by the Hubbard Profes-
sional College under the authority of the State of Arizona.

Now that we have the know-how, we must have auditors who are well
trained. A top rank auditor should have training as an HCA, as a B. Scn.,
and as a D. Scn. The HASI has now standardized with the three courses,
The HDA-HCA course is eight weeks in length and costs $500.00. The B..
Scn. course is 5 to 10 weeks in length and costs $500.00. The D. Scn. -
course (the ACC) is six weeks in length and personally taught by Ron -
costs $800.00. The student is expected to gain considerable experience

OPERATION “FORT KNOX”

Some time ago a millionaire Phoenix visitor asked L. Ron how he
lanned the future finance of Dianetics and Scientology. L. Ron answered
ﬁim with a solution which his friends at the conference thought was faceti-
ousness.

""The optimum solution, by First Book definition, " said Ron, "'would
be to own Fort Knox and to have every skilled auditor in the world on a
steady payroll, each one auditing groups and important individuals until we
had the job done."

Time since has revealed startlingly that L.. Ron evidently meant it!

For five years we Dianeticists and Scientologists have learned that
our Ron generally sets out and does what he says he will do. Many of us
have been in the error now and then of thinking or enthetaing, '"Well, he's
done it now. This idea he has is impossible. His confounded optimism
will ruin all of us yet.'' And then the accomplishment.

Now on Operation ""Fort Knox'' we may or may not be safe in assuming
this is really out of the land of probability. We are arguing against Ron's
five year record of doing an impossibly difficult financial job. We have
learned that the task of ﬁeepin Dianetics and Scientology ﬁoing, without
grants, aids, or bonuses, totally on its own steam, past the greedy paws of
the many who would have grabbed it for profit, has been, contrary to belief,
a high caliber job of financing on Ron's part.

Dianetics and Scientology organizations across the world require
about $150,000 a year to keep running. L. Ron has floated this almost sin-
gle handed every year since 1950. That income is not the total income of
these sciences, by far., It is just the basic sum vital to keep organizations
going. It's outgo, not income. Of this Ron takes no salary.

As $25,000 a year is the income usual for the class of millionaire,
being the interest on a million, we see that we have been part of organiza-
tions valued at six million. Starting with almost nothing, if I.. Ron can
build and continue six million dollars worth of organizations in five years
and have their corporation assets intact as of now, we must be working in
the financial genius class. This evidence, on the clear face of account
books to hand, makes rather amusing the crazy rumors current in the last
five years about Ron's business ability. We have to look at this to evalu-
ate Operation ""Fort Knox''.

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THE WAY RON WORKS

Many people have questioned me regarding Ron's research and inves-
tigation into the human mind. The funny thing is that the majority of the
hundreds of research cases on whom he worked to give us the principles
for building a better world were never aware of who he was or what he was
doing. They had never heard of Dianetics or Scientology. All they knew or
were aware of was that they felt better, their bad eye sight or maybe the
limp in a once injured le% was gone.

Wherever we have been it has always been the same - in England,
Belgium, France, Germany, Spain, or here in our United States - rich or
poor, young or old, diseased or insane, there has always been the hidden
man, woman, and child behind the scenes who were helped and who, but
did they know it, were contributing to the furtherance of a science. To me,
the most important foundation upon which Dianetics and Scientology is built
was stated in the First Book - that is, "Man is basically good." I know of
no one who believes this as strongly as Ron does., It is my feeling that this
alone in times of contemtuous press, financial difficulties, the betrayal of
friends - times when it seemeg that all he had built was crumbling to pieces,
kept him going, kept him persisting to his goal of helping MAN.

In I§hoenix atter the fall of Wichita, a producer with whom Ron had
worked in Hollywood came to see us at our small apartment. He was offer-
ing Ron what would seem to the ordinary man like ice cream and cake for
eternity. After picturing this dream in the clouds, he said to Ron, "Now,
really, do you think this Dianetics, this research of yours, is worth it?"
Ron sat for a very long time - silent, his eyes close<¥. Finally after what
had seemed like hours he opened his eyes, and said, "Yes! Yes I1do."
After his producer friend left, I asked him why he had taken so long to an-
swer. He replied, "I was watching pass before me a parade of all the peo-
ple I had helped, their expression one of hope and faith in the goodness of
the future. ﬁlothing can be worth more to me than that."

And that's the way he is. His belief in the innate goodness of Man, in
being able to bring this and Man's abilities to the fore continues him in his
research. It enables him to communicate to anyone despite their physical
disability to do so, or any language barrier.

Even he does not know the hours; he works
and there is no time to him, This used to be very disconcerting to me. I
remember one time in Spain, I had spent the whoi'e morning shopping in
the market and the whole afternoon preparing dinner on one oil burner and
a charcoal fire. This was a difficult process for one used to super markets
and a gas range. Ron had gone to the park, Dinner time passed. The food
got soupy from reheating and the charcoal supply got nil. My patience wil-
ted and I went to the pari. I found him sitting at a side walk cafe, a mid-
dle aged Spaniard with him, He motioned me to sit down and be silent. He
was processing. The fellow had been in the Russian army, had fought in
the battle of Stalingrad and then had been forced into servitude in Siberia.
His legs had been so badly frozen that they would not bend at the joints.
This peglegged walk was to carry him through life and to deny him work
because of his slowness. After Ron had finished, we invited him home to
dinner. He walked naturally again, His realization of what had happened
to him did not come until he walked to the door to leave. He suddenfy stop-
ped and began shouting 'l walk - I walk',

There are many such people and many more - you in the field have
not been idle either these five years. Maybe someday we can realize Ron's
Project. Very few know about it, but someday he hopes to have every audi-

That's what we have to do to customers
now, You have to say '"How are you' about five times before you get an an-
swer. That's what a 'comm. -lag!' is. Isn't it."

You have this kind of an effect around town and it's one way to improve
your community. By communicating.

Another assist that is being given the society is hospital visits - going
around cheering up the patients with two-way communication and speeding
their recovery.

We want to know how you're doing because whatever you're doing we've
got more things you can do.

Whatever you do, don't attempt to do ONE THING AT A TIME.

Most projects Man undertakes go by the boards NOT on lack of con-
centration an ”sinﬁleness of purpose'’, they fall on the very weakness -
of being the '"only thing we're trying to do".

"All we want, is to end war." And war keeps happening regular as
a German Cuckoo clock. And wars keep getting less and less interesting,
duller and duller, and more and more frequent,

Your preclear who wants only one thing in life - to meet his car pay-
ment, or to meet his father, or to get rid of his five o'clock shadow - he's
the eternal preclear.

The way Life works is not by estimating chances and then taking a
good bet - Life works best in this universe when there's something to do,
and the more you cut down on the something to do, the smaller the esti-
mates get, and on down it goes to CAN'T DO NOTHIN', AIN'T GOT TIME.

The way theta works in this universe is: if you fail at one, set up
two. If you have only one project that interests you then get five more
and a funny thing will happen. You'll have more fun and get more done
with every one of those one-plus-five projects than you ever imagined
having with that one you started with.

Attention span is a game thetans always play in this universe. It's
an attention-span-universe. There is the dwindling down of attention.
There is the expanding and exploding outward of attention. The way a the-
tan goes down into the dwindling spiral is simply to estimate his abilities
in QUANTITY and then back down his knowingness to fit inside that quan-
tity.

4 A thetan actually does not have any quantities, he has the quality of
being able to create, be, do, have, change, destroy quantities. He does
this by communication.

Don't wait for your 'case level" to arrive at some height. Just bust
in and do some things, and do the arriving. Anyone familiar with the lit-
tle book you'll be seeing soon, "THE CREATION OF HUMAN ABILITY" -
anyone who gets real familiar with what Ron has codified in that volume
will have no doubts about the Survival of Scientology.

PHOENIX PROCESSING

A future issue of ABILITY will have an article on processing results
which will interest you. All preclears coming in for processing by HASI
staff in Phoenix and for the five-hour intensives given personally by Ron
are tested before and after processing by D. Scn. Julia Lewis. The tests
include a full battery of standard psychometries, Temperament Analyses,
I.C.'s, and Scientometries, including Tone Scale tests and reaction-time
and Aptitude Tests. What has been showing up with great regularity on
these tests is completely unheard of in the field of psychological testing.

It is not supposed to be possible to get a marked change in any of the
standard psychometries. I.Q,'s are rufed by the iron hand of NO
CHANGE. Ask professional psychometricians, you will find this to be
true and to be stated with a conviction that cannot be mistaken for shy-
ness.

They say you can't change human beings. On this fact they base their
rites and ceremonies of office. They are neither happy nor unhappy about
this discovery. But they obey without question. It might seem odd to a
Dianeticist or Scientologist; but that's the way it is,

We'll give you a report in an early issue of ABILITY about the before -
after tests given with Phoenix HASI intensives. We can't give you any clue
from our findings as to why the psychometricists have so long believed
there can be no change.

This is taught
by Dean of H.P,C, Burke Belknap, who conducts the basic course, and
D. Scn. Dick Steves, who conducts the new advanced H,P.C. Course,
leading to the degree of B. Scn.

SCANNING BANNED

Very suddenly and with no warning whatsoever, it was dropped into
the friendly, professional, optimistic atmosphere of the daily Auditor's
Conference in Ron's office at 806 that auditors throughout Southern Cali-
fornia - well - that auditors, people who audit, have been routinely, regu-
larly, remarkably, using at the end of sessions - even sessions ending in
1955! --- have been ''scanning the session'. ]

wherever you are. We hope it is a strictly Californian practice, but let's
be sure.

In Britain it's called "sketching the session'.

You will find that the auditor who gives the preclear an abundance of
acknowledgement all through the session - lots of "okay'', '"fine", ''yes",
'"good'', ""what happened then', "what are you doing', ''that's fine, okay',
lots of immediate acknowledgement of the preclear and of what the pre-
clear is doing, will not leave his preclear parked anywhere in the session.
The preclear only gets parked where there is no communication, and no
acknowledgement, You can use as an end-of-session exercise something
like straightwire, such as, remember the first auditing command, some-
thing they wouldn't mind forgetting about the session, and they will free on
this basis. But if you pick up and acknowledge every communication and
every attempt of the preclear to communicate, he won't be in any particu-
lar need of any kind of present-time exercise at the end of the session be-
cause he will be in present time anyway. If you start scanning the session
he will start getting the idea that there must be something wrong, and he's
f}eleling good, and he will only wonder what is supposed to be wrong with
the session.
