(I've got a secret I can't tell.)

Oh, I see. Go over that again. 

(I've got a secret I can't tell.)

Alright, go over it again. 

(I've got a secret I can't tell.)

Now what's she say then? That's the secret, huh? Huh? Alright. What your, is there a man with her there? Hmm? 

(He doesn't come this time.)

Alright, let's go back to the time he does come. Let's return to the moment he does come. OK? The somatic strip will go back to a moment he does come. OK, will you come up to present time now? 

(Yes.)

All the way up to present time? All the way up to present time. Present time. 

(I don't want to.)

Yeah, I know. Come up to present time. How old are you? 

(Hmm?)

How old are you? 

(I don't know.)

Alright come on up to present time. What's the date? 

(Date?)

Mmmhmm. 

(Oh.)

What's the date? 

(Twenty-eighth.)

Twenty-eighth of what? 

(Well, September.)

Twenty-eighth of September. What year? 

(Well 1950, anybody knows that.)

Yeah? 

(Mmmhmm.)

Alright. What's the date again? 

(Twenty-eighth of September. Oh, that's lonely. September twenty-eighth. Oh. Alright. What year? 

(Fifty.)

Alright, open your eyes. Canceled. Five, four, three, two, one. 

Do you remember what you saw? 

(It was the second time.)

Hmm? 

(Why don't they tell me?)

Tell you what? 

(Why don't they tell me where they went?)

Where who went, honey? Your parents? 

(Yeah.)

I don't know. I don't know. 

(Why do they keep it a secret?)

Is it a secret? 

(Well they won't tell me.)

Nobody has told you? 

(No.)

Do you know where your grandparents are? 

(No. Nothing.)

Who raised you? 

(People.)

Yeah? You mean you haven't… 

(No. I haven't any mother or father.)

Is this the first time you ever saw them? Were these your mother and father that you saw tonight? 

(I must be, it's the second time I ever saw them.)

The second time? When did you see them the first time? 

(One night in auditing.)

Oh yeah? Oh, you've been in auditing before? 

(Just, I think about fourteen hours.)

Oh really. I didn't know this. Everybody slips up on me here. Alright. You saw them before. 

(That's if, I mean, that's…)

That's if they are your mother and father? 

(There's what bothers me. But I never saw them before. Not even in imagination when I tried to.)

Oh. But you've seen two people now. 

(That's it. But who are they and why won't they tell me? I mean, that's what I want to know.)

OK. What you do, is get your; you've got an auditor then? 

(No, he walked off and never said anything.)

Oh, I see. Alright, I'll tell you what you do. You get somebody to take you back across the time track, tell your somatic strip to go to a moment somebody's, do you know your name? 

(No. Nothing.)

Alright. Just tell your somatic strip to go a time there when your name was mentioned. Back to the time before they left. You'll find out all about it. Somebody will have to keep slugging at that grief charge. That's going to take about eight, ten hours of work. OK? Thank you very much.
