Other Matters

National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA)

This action is categorically excluded
from the NEPA requirements at 24 CFR
part 50 in accordance with 24 CFR
50.20(k), because it relates to an internal
administrative procedure, the content of
which does not constitute a
development decision nor affect the
physical condition of project areas or
building sites.

Executive Order 12612, Federalism

The General Counsel, as the
Designated Official under section 6(a) of
the Executive Order 12612, Federalism,
has determined that the policies
contained in this notice would not have
substantial direct effects on States or
their political subdivisions, or the
relationship between the Federal
government and the States, or on the
distribution of power and
responsibilities among the various
levels of government. The notice simply
announces the Department’s intent to
provide relief to those whose eligibility
or rental payments under HUD’s
assisted rental housing programs were
adversely affected by counting
reparation payments as family income.

Executive Order 12606, The Family

The General Counsel, as the
Designated Officer under Executive
Order 12606, The Family, has
determined that this notice does not
have potential for significant impact on
family formation, maintenance, and
general well-being, and thus is not
subject to review under the Order. The
notice simply announces the
Department’s intent to provide relief to
those whose eligibility or rental
payments under HUD’s assisted rental
housing programs were adversely
affected by counting reparation
payments as family income.
