It’s Time to Sign Up for Direct Deposit

Public Law 103-356 requires that regular annuity payments begun on or after January 1, 1995, must be paid by
Direct Deposit into a savings or checking account at a financial institution, unless a request for waiver of that
requirement is submitted In writing so that payment may be made by check.

More than two-thirds of retirees have elected Direct Deposit. They gave it a 97% approval rating in a recent
survey. That’s because choosing Direct Deposit is a win-win situation all around. You avoid the bother of
traveling to a bank or other financlal institution to cash or deposit your check. You may earn a few days extra
interest each month, and you save travel costs and time.
