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VI. Monitoring and Reporting of
Comprehensive Subcontracting Plans
and Goals

A. Upon negotiation and acceptance
of comprehensive subcontracting plans
and goals the designated activity shall
immediately forward one copy of the
plan to each of the following:

1. Director, Small and Disadvantaged
Business Utilization, Office of the Under
Secretary of Defense (Acquisition and
Technology), Room 2A338, The
Pentagon, Washington, DC 20301-3061.

2. Director, Small and Disadvantaged
Business Utilization, for the Military
Department or Defense Agency of the
activity that negotiated and accepted the
comprehensive subcontracting plan.

3. The cognizant contract
administration office.

B. Each participating contractor shall
complete the Standard Form (SF) 295
“Summary Subcontract Report™ in
accordance with the instructions on the
back of the form on a quarterly basis,
except as noted below:

1. Participating contractors shall be
exempt from completing items 17 and
18 under “‘Subcontract Goal
Achievement.”

2. Participating contractors shall enter
in item 16 ““Remarks” block the annual
corporate, division or plant-wide small
business, small disadvantaged business
and women-owned small business
percentage and corresponding dollar
goals.

3. Participating contractors shall also
enter separately in item 14 the
percentage and corresponding dollar
goals for each of the two selected
industry category (see section 1V(A)(2)).

4. Participating contractors shall also
enter separately in item 14 on a
quarterly cumulative basis the
percentage and corresponding dollar
amount of subcontract awards made in
each of the two selected industry
categories.

5. Participating contractors shall be
exempt from the completion of SF 294
“Subcontract Report For Individual
Contracts” for DoD contracts during
their participation in the Program.
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
