former partner, shareholder or director,
and specifying their proportions of
interest.

(v) As used in this section, a “legal
landing of halibut or sablefish’ means
halibut or sablefish harvested with fixed
gear and landed in compliance with
state and Federal regulations in effect at
the time of the landing. Evidence of
legal landings shall be limited to
documentation of state or Federal catch
reports that indicate the amount of
halibut or sablefish harvested, the IPHC
regulatory area or groundfish reporting
area in which it was caught, the vessel
and gear type used to catch it, and the

date of harvesting, landing, or reporting.
State catch reports are Alaska,
Washington, Oregon, or California fish
tickets. Federal catch reports are weekly
production reports required under
88 672.5(c) and 675.5(c) of this chapter.
Sablefish harvested within Prince
William Sound, or under a State of
Alaska limited entry program, will not
be considered in determining
qualification to receive QS, nor in
calculating initial QS.

(2) Vessel categories. Vessel categories
include:

(i) Category A—freezer vessels of any
length;

(ii) Category B—catcher vessels
greater than 60 feet (18.3 meters) in
length overall;

(iii) Category C—catcher vessels less
than or equal to 60 feet (18.3 meters) in
length overall for sablefish, or catcher
vessels greater than 35 feet (10.7 meters)
but less than or equal to 60 feet (18.3
meters) in length overall for halibut; and

(iv) Category D—catcher vessels that
are less than or equal to 35 feet (10.7
meters) in length overall for halibut.
