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This book is in a narrative form. The language used is commendable. It fascinates the reader and hooks him onto the subject. The book revolves around the life of Imam Mahdi (A.F.). Initially it enunciates an account of the marriage of his (A.F.) mother, lady Narjis, with his (A.F.) father, Imam Askeri (A.S.). Then it mentions about the birth, minor occultation and major occultation. Despite the fact that this book is in a narrative form, it furnishes some logical reasonings related to various aspects of the Imam (A.F.). Occasionally it also states the gist of traditions in very simple words without actually mentioning the reference of the tradition. This kind of an approach eliminates all complications from the text and at the same time the essence of the holy traditions is conveyed to the reader. The discussions emotionally touch the heart of the reader. The excellent language, style, arrangement and the content make it worth reading this book. This book is useful for the beginners.
