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01.00.0 CRIME PREVENTION THROUGH ENVIRONMENTAL DESIGN

01.01.0 Overview

Functional Area: During this unit of instruction the student will obtain a basic understanding of the definitions and terminology related to CPTED. Each student should be able to demonstrate their understanding by successfully completing a written exam regarding the definitions and terminology.

01.01.01 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define crime prevention.
01.01.02 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain that a major portion of understanding and applying CPTED principles relates to common sense and good judgment.

01.01.03 Learning Objective(s):  The student will be able to recognize the basic principles of crime prevention, noting that it must be geared to the local level, that law enforcement must establish goals and objectives, that all officers are responsible for achieving the goals, and that special attention needs to be given toward youth, as they commit the bulk of the crimes.

01.01.04 Learning Objective(s):  The student will be able to develop basic plans to analyze the types of crimes that pose threats.
01.01.05 Learning Objective(s):  The student will be able to articulate the importance of forming Neighborhood Watch groups to help reduce crime.

01.01.06 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to conduct security surveys and will demonstrate this ability by doing at least one.

01.01.07 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define CPTED.

01.01.08 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that the physical environment affects the behavior of people, which in turn affects the productive use of the space, which in turn may lead to criminal activity or lack thereof.
01.01.09 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to be able to articulate the difference between normal users, abnormal users and casual observers or gatekeepers.

01.01.010 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to describe the crime triangle.
01.01.011 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to be able to list and define the four “D”s of crime prevention

01.01.012 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that criminal behavior is learned and that by reducing opportunity crimes can be prevented. In addition, crimes can be reduced by improved security and increased surveillance.

01.01.013 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain that people have a limited control of their environment and that law enforcement plays an important role in providing education and information to help potential victims. That explanation includes the fact that it is the potential victim’s environment that must be controlled, not the criminal.

01.01.014 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate the importance of cost-effectiveness in considering what is being protected in relation to the cost of the security to protect it, recognizing that the cost to protect should not outweigh the value of the property being protected.
01.01.015 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define the four key elements of CPTED, those being natural surveillance, natural access control, territorial reinforcement and maintenance.
01.01.016 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that surveillance means to maximize visibility at all times, to improve lighting and make intruders observable.

01.01.017 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to illustrate by example the importance of visibility in places such as parking garages, building entrances, windows overlooking streets, sidewalks and similar situations.

01.01.018 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define what constitutes a solid barrier.

01.01.019 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define natural access control

01.01.020 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that natural access control ideally controls who, when and where.

01.01.021 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain that access is traditionally controlled with keys and locks, gates, and doors.

01.01.022 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that access control physically guides people to their destination safely while discouraging or discovering criminals.

01.01.023 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define ingress and egress as it relates to CPTED principles.

01.01.024 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain that ingress and egress serves  as a channel to accommodate normal and emergency users while not deterring from the overall value of the barrier itself.
01.01.025 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to observe various building layouts and explain the good and bad issues as they relate to CPTED principles.

01.01.026 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define territorial reinforcement

01.01.027 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to illustrate items that constitute territorial reinforcement, such as landscaping, fencing, signs and such.

01.01.028 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to be able to explain the proper use of territorial reinforcement makes legitimate users feel safer and discourage illegitimate users.
01.01.029 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to recognize the importance of routine maintenance and how it serves as a further expression of ownership.

01.01.030 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate the importance of routinely inspecting the property with the objective of providing maintenance.

01.01.031 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define target hardening.

01.01.032 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to distinguish between physical and psychological barriers and list the uses and importance of each.
01.01.033 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define the three terms describing the assessment of space of designation, definition and design.
01.01.034 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate that most of the mistakes related to assessment of space occurs in the designation stage.

01.01.035 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain the conflict that can occur between the original designation of the space versus the actual use.

01.01.036  Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to demonstrate by a practical exercise the difference in understanding of relatively simple descriptions of what is intended by the designer versus what actually gets built.
01.01.037 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define the term “definition” as it relates to CPTED and give several examples of how it is applied.

01.01.038 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to define the term “design” as it applies to CPTED principles.
01.01.039 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to articulate how the intended use of a piece of property is often in conflict with its actual usage.

01.01.042 Learning Objective(s): The student will be able to explain the need to place unsafe activities in safe locations, as well as planning safe activities is unsafe locations.
