NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH 
Suspicious Activities and Situations
SOMEONE GOING DOOR-TO-DOOR IN THE NEIGHBORHOOD – Watch for a short time to confirm the canvas is legitimate. Observe whether the person tries a door to see if it is unlocked, looks into windows, or goes into a backyard.
AN INDIVIDUAL WAITING OR LOITERING IN FRONT OF A HOUSE OR BUISINESS – especially if the business is closed or the homeowner is away, could be a burglar casing the building.

SOMEONE FORCING OPEN A DOOR – could be accidentally locked out, or attempting burglary, theft, or vandalism.

A BROKEN WINDOWPANE – or a door ajar to a business or residence may mean it has been burglarized. Beware, the burglar may still be inside. 
A PERSON CARRYING UNUSUAL PROPERTY – such as televisions, stereos or guns, especially at night could be a suspect fleeing the scene.

LOADING PROPERTY INTO A VEHICLE – in an unusual place or at a strange time might be a burglary in progress.
VEHICLES REPEATEDLY DRIVING SLOWELY THROUGH THE NEIGHBORHOOD – with no apparent destination or with headlights turned on my contain burglars casing the neighborhood looking for an easy target.

PERSONS LOITERING AROUND CARS – or going car-to-car looking into them may be looking to steal or break into a vehicle.

SOMEONE RUNNING OR TRYING TO HIDE – especially if he appears panicked or is carrying property could be a burglary or robbery suspect eluding police. Try to safely keep tabs on the person and immediately call police.

SOMEONE SELLING VALUABLES AT RIDICULOUSLY LOW PRICES – is probably trying to fence stolen property.
THE SOUND OF BREAKING GLASS OR GUNSHOTS – may be a crime in progress.

A PERSON SCREAMING - 
might be indicating a crime in progress.

SOMEONE BEING FORCED INTO A VEHICLE AGAINST HIS WILL – especially a youth or woman could be a kidnapping or sexual assault in progress.

A PERSON WITH BLOODSTAINED CLOTHING – may be a victim or suspect.

SOMEONE EXHIBITING UNUSUAL MENTAL OR PHUSICAL BEHAVIOR – could be injured, under the influence, or emotionally disturbed.

EXCESSIVE PEDESTRIAN TRAFFIC – to and from a building or residence might indicate criminal activity such as drug trafficking, prostitution, or fencing operation.

BUSINESS TRANSACTIONS FROM A CAR – especially at an unusual time of day, could contain people casing a home, or a lookout for burglary or robbery attempt.

AN ABANDONED VEHICLE – parked on the street, or in a rural or obscured location, may be an abandoned, stolen-vehicle.

CONTINUOUS REPAIR OPERATIONS – at a non-business location could signal a “chop shop” where stolen cars are stripped for their parts.

UNUSUAL CHEMICAL OR AMMONIA ODOR – may indicate a gas leak or chemical spill, but could signal a drug lab where methamphetamines are manufactured.

Reporting Suspicious or Criminal Activity
Sounds easy? Unfortunately, only about half of all crimes are reported. Law enforcement is unable to do anything about a crime if they do not know about it or notification occurs several days after the incident. 
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
