PRESENTATION
(Implementation of Instruction)

1- INTRODUCTION – 

2- Most burglars sell what they steal, making it hard for police to trace stolen goods. Once items are gone from your apartment, your television looks just like thousands of others. Unless you can prove it is yours, police cannot return it. To help protect your personal property, join the Operation Identification Program. 
3- OPERATION IDENTIFICATION Is a nation-wide program of indelibly marking personal property with a unique identifying number (NOT YOUR SSN#) as a means of discouraging burglary and theft. 
4- 3-STAGES of Operation ID
a. Mark (engrave) Property
b. Inventory and Record  property
c. Report theft immediately
5- Operation ID Summary
a. Provide an electric engraver from your law enforcement agency. Have citizen’s engrave their driver’s license number and two-letter state abbreviation on all their valuables. 
b. RECOMMENDATIONS
i. Provide citizen with an "Inventory Record" sheet that they can use to list the serial numbers of their property. 
ii. Remind them to put the inventory list in a safe place. 
iii. If they are burglarized, the list can help them report the crime to you as law enforcement. 
iv. INVENTORY LIST
1. Make a list of all of valuables. Make several copies and store them in two or more secure locations, such as a fire safe in your home or safe/vault at your local bank and/or at your office.
