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“Teaching our school-based law enforcement officers today, to become the problem-solvers and educators of tomorrow.”

Day One - Monday

AM: Welcome; course overview; registration; course agenda; administrative guidelines and grading scheme. The course begins with an extensive overview and history of school based law enforcement programs. The origin and evolution of school-based law enforcement is discussed with participants. Time is spent discussing the roles and responsibilities of a school based police officer and the integration of that officer into his/her school community. Additionally, participants will receive an overview on counter-terrorism with an emphasis on securing schools and buses as well as a focus on mitigating threats. The morning continues with an overview of the importance of Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED); giving officers the knowledge of preventing crime through the construction of safe and smart schools. Before a break for lunch, an introduction to security assessments with a school walk-through will be administered to preface the activities for the afternoon.

PM: The participants will spend the afternoon discussing homeland security and how it relates to community preparedness. More specifically, it will discuss how schools and PTA/PTO organizations can create mitigation programs; emergency planning; threat levels and meaning; support agencies; and available community resources.  Students receive hands-on practical exercises designed to test their knowledge. Additionally, School Emergency Operations Plans and Safety Audits will be discussed. A summary of the day’s topics concludes.

Day Two - Tuesday

AM: Youth Culture and Violence covers the complex issues facing young people. Contributing factors to youth violence will be discussed as well as different strategies in preventing violence among youth. Additionally, the topic of gangs will be discussed. Such components include: identifying and reading gang insignia, history of gangs, gang affiliation and ways of dealing with possible gang members. To conclude the morning, aspects of bullying will be covered that include school environmental factors that contribute to bullying, whom bullying affects, the prevalence of bullying, as well as solutions and preventative measures to stop bullying within schools.

PM:  Participants will be provided with the most up-to-date terminology related to developments in chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear (CBRN) threats in schools. The basic terminology is a crucial component of understanding the types of threat and relevant prevention, mitigation, and response methodologies. The participants will also receive the latest information on the types of threats and trends that are expected in on-campus environments.  Specific information on precautions, indications, and warnings will be discussed and related to the role of the school-based law enforcement officer.  The information presented on the CBRN threats will provide the participants with the fundamental skills needed to recognize a potential hazard and organize the initial response. Improvised Explosive Device (IED) Awareness teaches participants what to look for, how to isolate a suspected area of threat as well as proper procedure. Lastly, a review of the day’s topics will be discussed.

DAY Three - Wednesday
AM: The morning includes an explanation of the state laws relating to juveniles in a school-based environment. Lessons will cover the Texas Penal Code, Alcohol Code, Family Code, Tobacco laws, Health and Safety Code, and Education Code as they relate to juveniles. A review of actual laws with case law review and legal precedents will be covered. The participant will receive a review of all laws as well as a practical explanation of how the codes/laws apply to school-based law enforcement officers. The training will also cover processing parent(s) or legal guardians for violations of the family code, education code, and penal code, as well as basic reporting requirements and FERPA. All participants will receive the pocket Legal Reference for School-Based Law Enforcement Officers 2007-2009.

PM: The afternoon continues with the Health and Safety Code and Education Code as they relate to the officer’s duties and school environment. The afternoon is culminated with Practical Education Environment Tactics (PEET). Additionally, Practical Education Environmental Tactics (PEET) will introduce students to the fundamentals of Krav Maga; including weak points of the human body, passive combat techniques and protective posture training. Lastly, a review of the day’s topics will be discussed.

Note: PEET training on this date will require use of a Gym and participants need to wear comfortable training attire and tennis shoes. Host agency is responsible for providing kick – punch pads and mats for this training. Number required is ½ of total participant number. Students will be required to complete a liability waiver prior to participation. 
Day Four - Thursday

AM : The morning includes a discussion of child abuse that covers procedures for investigating child abuse, as well as the different Texas Codes that relate to the officer’s role in the investigation and reporting of abuse. The following blocks of instruction cover correct procedures and protocols for taking a minor into custody, arrest search and seizure, processing, interviewing/interrogation, photographing and fingerprinting juvenile offenders in a school- based environment. In addition officers learn how to work with local juvenile prosecutors in referring juvenile delinquent conduct and conduct in need of supervision violators to Juvenile Court and Juvenile In-Take process for juvenile detention facilities. Principles of arrest, search and seizure, processing juveniles, detention of juveniles, and interviewing juveniles will be discussed.

PM: The afternoon continues with the handling and processing of juveniles, which includes appropriate procedure for fingerprinting, and photographing, as well as reporting requirements as they relate to the school environment. Officers learn requirements for processing juvenile into Juvenile Court and In-Take procedures at juvenile detention facilities. Participants receive hands-on practical exercise designed to test their knowledge. Additionally, PEET introduces students to the profile of attackers, their objectives as well as practicing an immediate action drill to a given scenario. The day concludes with a summary of the topics previously discussed.

Day Five - Friday

AM: Officer-School Staff- Student Relations covers what constitutes professional conduct when interacting with staff, students and parents basic duties of the school-based law enforcement officer as well as inappropriate behavior within the school environment. Confrontational Management teaches officers how to be assertive, establish immediate command presence and how to manage those with disruptive behavior thereby mitigating potential violent behavior from erupting. Hidden Weapons discusses why and who brings weapons into schools, kinds of weapons, weapons that already exist in schools, as well as how weapons are brought into the school environment. The course review takes place before the final exam.
