Traffic stop not considered custody, therefore warning requirements of Miranda and TFC §51.095 were not required.[In the Matter of R.A.](05-4-4)
On June 15, 2005, the Austin Court of Appeals held that a routine traffic stop was "presumptively temporary and brief" and as a result, non-custodial, and questions asked by the officer were not considered custodial interrogation. 
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
