Tracked indicators are coded using a six-level risk matrix ranging from curiosity towards
extremism (level one) to desire to cause harm and join groups (level six). For Washington the
data shows the following distribution of searches by risk level starting with level three

1450, - Targeted Violence 1089% - Political Violence

109% - Anti-Goverment 489, - Armed Groups

Moonshot’s analysis revealed that users in Washington had a strong interest in political conspiracies and armed groups. Searches related to QAnon and FEMA concentration camps indicate that
users have an appetite for disinformation, especially when it relates to polarized political attitudes and anti-establishmentarianism. While it is difficult to determine direct pathways from online
searches to offline action, Washingtonians’ interest in the Anarchist Cookbook and their glorification of Kyle Rittenhouse indicates a propensity for offline violence. The most frequent keywords for
these Domestic Violent Extremism themes are:
